The simulation labs are 
equipped with some of the most advanced 
patient simulators and are closely aligned to actual 
hospital environments, including an operating 
room, critical care unit and patient exam rooms.

Through our simulation labs, we prepare future 
nurses with hands-on experience using the 
same equipment and resources they will use 
when caring for real patients at the bedside. 
Students develop increased competence and 
confidence through exposure to a wide variety 
of patient care situations, ultimately enhancing 
their ability to provide exceptional patient care.
