= Barnes-Jewish College recommends that international
applicants take the Internet-based TOEFL (IBT) or IELTS. The
score requirement for the IBT is 85, with minimum scores of
21 for reading and 23 for writing. The score requirement for
the computer-based test is 240, with a minimum score of 4.5
on the Test of Written English. The score requirement for
the paper-based test is 575.
